Spindles (mechanical)

Spindle Service Centre (mechanical)

Lathe Assembly (mechanical and electrical)

Machining Centre Assembly (mechanical and electrical)

Quality Inspection

Service (mechanical and electrical)
o Appreciations of both Machining and Sheet Metal

e You will be expected to gather evidence of your time in each of the above areas through the

completion of logbook entries
e One day release at college covering the theoretical aspects of the above
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Year Three / Four
